intelligence, and Feuerstein in his Mediation theory, the researcher
analyzed the exercises of the books qualitatively. The resulte
demonstrated that the books employed in the informal context of
education meet more features of the aforementioned thearies than thos

psed in_the formal context. Finally, conclusions, suggestions, and
implications were presented.
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
