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According to Shanameh, in heroic and historical sections, Persia was confronted with great nations and minorities, whom had their own respects.  Persia has come in contact with some of these nations, such as Tourans in heroic period and with Rooms in historical era, where as it have had some co-existence and cultural relations with others such as: Indians, Chinese and Abyssinians. 

 In Shahnameh one can find some ethnic minorities such as: Kords, Balouch, Armenians, whom they were considered as Aryans with the same right as other Persians. It means that Shahanameh, has observed human right in its common sense at all.

   In this paper we dealt with the various human rights concepts towards great nations and minorities and compared with its modern understanding. According to this observation we found Shahnameh as a modern human book.
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
