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Abstract

Grammar teaching has always been a controversial issue with respect to being taught implicitly or explicitly.
Although there have been several debates on either side, the comparison between the effects of each
method upon the students’ grammatical understanding and achievement is of paramount importance. It
seems that using pictures and imposed images along with grammatical structures and points accompanying
them can have a significant impact upon the students’ grammatical progress. In this study, the relationship
between using pictures and imposed images, asa kind of implicit method and visualization practice, on the
one side, and grammatical achievement by two groups of intermediate EFL students (N=120), on the
other side, has been investigated. Both the experimental and control group were taught by one of the
researchers, but only the experimental group received the treatment and the control group was taught
applying the time-honored traditional method of teaching grammar. Both groups were given the pretest in
the beginning of the treatment and the posttest immediately after the treatment was over. The analysis of
the results indicated that teaching grammar through using images would not only have a positive effect
upon the learners’ grammatical achievement but also could facilitate the process of grammar learning.
