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The Role of Parents' and Teachers' Achievement Emotions in Predicting
Students' Academic Excitement in the Virtual Learning Process during the
Corona Pandemic

Obijective: The aim of this study was to investigate the role of parents' and
teachers' academic excitement in predicting students' academic excitement
during virtual education during the corona pandemic. Method: The research
method was descriptive-correlational in terms of basic purpose and in terms of
data collection. The statistical population of this study was all second year
elementary school students in Mashhad in the academic year 1399-1499; The
sample size was determined based on Cochran's formula of 385 people. From
the research community, 380 students were selected by available sampling
method and considering the entry and exit criteria. Students' academic
excitement was assessed using the Pekran et al. (2011) scale, teachers'
academic excitement was assessed using the Baker et al. (2014) questionnaire,
and parents' academic excitement was assessed using the Farnsel et al. (2009)
questionnaire. Data were analyzed using Pearson correlation and multivariate
regression. Results: The results showed that the academic excitement of
students in virtual education during the corona was significantly related to the
academic excitement of parents and their teachers. In a way that parents
‘academic excitement predicts anger, joy, anxiety and pride and teachers'
academic excitement predicts pleasure, anxiety and pride in students (P <0.05).
Conclusion: According to the results, it can be stated that to improve the
academic excitement of students during the corona pandemic, it is necessary to
hold parental and teacher empowerment courses to apply new technologies in
virtual education, parents' academic excitement. And teachers improve.
