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Verse 37 of Surah Al-Baqarah briefly describes the repentance of Prophet Adam (pbuh).
In the hadith and exegetical sources of both Shia and Sunni traditions, there are quotes
that, despite differences in wording, convey a unified theme indicating the specific
manner of Prophet Adam’s repentance, namely his seeking intercession through Prophet
Muhammad (pbuh) for the acceptance of his repentance. Although this issue is mentioned
in significant works such as Al-Mustadrak by Hakim al-Nishaburi and is widely accepted
as something certain among Muslims, Wahhabis, following figures like Ibn Taymiyyah,
have denied this account and raised doubts about the authenticity and content of these
hadiths.

Using a library sources and a descriptive-analytical method, this study aims to address
and respond to the most important Wahhabi objections regarding the authenticity and
meaning of intercession hadiths, particularly the hadith found in Al-Mustadrak by Hakim.
Given the high level of fame and credibility of the hadiths concerning Prophet Adam’s
seeking intercession through Prophet Muhammad (pbuh), their content is reliable.
Moreover, the objections raised by Wahhabis regarding their authenticity are either
baseless or at least scientifically unjustifiable. Therefore, firstly, seeking intercession
through the prophet is permissible, and, secondly, this permissibility extends to those who
lived before him. Consequently, it logically applies to the time during his life and after as
well.

Introduction
The incidents of Prophet Adam presence in the Paradise, his descent to the earth, and his
repentance to God are mentioned in the Verse: (.31 31 34 &) «le Sl Sl 45 5 6357 35 (AlsO

see 2: 30-37, 7: 19-25, 20: 115-123). The special point in this verse is the insinuation of words
to Prophet Adam (pbuh), resorting to those words, and the acceptance of his repentance.
However, there is a difference of opinions regarding the manner of Prophet Adam's repentance
and the nature of the words he received. According to the hadiths mentioned in relation to this
verse, prominent scholars of Islamic schools believe that these words are a reference to the
Prophet of Islam (pbuh). This issue has been quoted in different words in the books of hadith.
However, some, such as the Salafis, reject this theory and raise doubts about the narrators and
the proofs of those hadiths. They express a different opinion when interpreting the Qur’anic
verse, such as Ibn Taymiyyah. Relying on a new definition of worship, Ibn Taymiyyah rejected
most of the hadiths and works that point to intercession. In this regard, he acquitted the
prophet’s companions of what he called major polytheism. His followers do not deviate from
his views to this day, despite their claim to be non-imitators.

Methodology

Using library sources and a descriptive-analytical method, this study aims to answer the most
important doubts that Wahhabis raise regarding the hadiths on intercession, especially a hadith
in the eminent book "Mustadrak". The study provides evidence against the critical views of
Wahhabis and Salafis regarding the hadiths of Adam's taking resort to the Prophet of Islam
(pbuh). This goal is pursued through two topics. In the first part of this research, an attempt has
been made to answer the question of what position the story of Adam's appeal has from the
perspective of Islamic schools and how it can be analyzed and evaluated. In the second part, a
central issue is dedicated to examining the views of Wahhabis and Salafis regarding the hadith
of Adam's (PBUH) appeal. The main question is what approach there is in these thoughts
towards this hadith and how the doubts raised by these groups can be scientifically analyzed
and criticized. Also, how can these doubts, which are divided into the two categories of narrators
and contents, be examined and scientifically criticized? The doubt on the hadith narrators
includes claims such as the forgery of the hadith and the weakness of the narrators. The doubt
on the hadith contents includes the contradiction of such narrations with the Quran, the
Prophet’s tradition, and the views of religious scholars. The aim of this study is to provide a
precise and scientific critique of these doubts.

Discussion

Verse 37 of Surah Al-Bagarah briefly describes the repentance of Prophet Adam (pbuh). In
the hadith and exegetical sources of both sects of Muslims, there are hadiths of different
wordings but the same content referring to the special manner of Adam’s repentance; that is, he
took resort to the Holy Prophet of Islam (pbuh) for the acceptance of his repentance by God.
This matter has been narrated in important books such as "Mustadrak" by Hakim al-Nishaburi
and seems well-known and certain among Muslims. However, Wahhabis, following people like
Ibn Taymiyyah, have denied this issue and have cast doubt on its documents. Given the high
reputation and credibility of the hadiths related to the appeal for the intercession of the Prophet
of Islam (pbuh), the authenticity of their content is certain. In addition, the doubts that Wahhabis
have cast on their credibility are unfounded or at least scientifically unjustifiable. Therefore,
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firstly, seeking the intercession of the Prophet of Islam is permissible. Secondly, this
permissibility is also true of those who lived before him. Therefore, it is generalizable to the
time of his life and after it.

Conclusion

1. Given the high reputation and credibility of the hadiths related to the appeal of Prophet
Adam (pbuh) to the Prophet of Islam (pbuh) for intercession with God, the authenticity of these
hadiths are clearly confirmed. This hadith has been narrated in reliable and important sources
of both sects of Islam by different scholars and in different wordings. In addition to the
authoritative "Mustadrak™, other scholars have also confirmed its authenticity. The criticisms
of Wahhabis on the intercession asked by Adam, which are raised due to the claim that the
narration is forged and some narrators are weak, are not accepted because this hadith has other
reliable chains of narrators. A detailed examination of the weakness of the narrators, including
the weakness of Abd al-Rahman bin Zayd bin Aslam and the unknownness of Fahri, has been
carried out; the objections are found unacceptable.

2. Although some of the hadiths on ‘seeking intercession’ are authentic and some are good
and weak, they synergize one another’s content. The abundance of such hadiths also eliminates
the dispute on the chain of narrators; the hadiths are mutawatir (frequently quoted) with their
content differently worded.

3. The doubts of the Wahhabis mostly aim at proving the conflict between the story of
Prophet Adam’s resort to Prophet Muhammad (pbuh) and the authentic religious texts and the
opposition to the Book and Sunnah, which were ruled out after critical examination.

4. The doubts that the Wahhabis have raised about the validity of the hadiths of Prophet
Adam’s resort to the Prophet Muhammad (pbuh) are unfounded or at least scientifically
unjustifiable. Therefore, seeking intercession through Prophet Muhammad (pbuh) is
permissible, and this permissibility is also true of those who lived before him, hence covering
the time of his life and after it.
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
